Requirements Document Column Definitions
1. Number:  The unique identifier used to directly reference an individual requirement.

2. Description:  The requirements statement in the form of “The system shall….” where the format is consistent with the requirements development guidelines provided to the I-MANAGE Standard Budget System Team.

3. Business Function:  A grouping column used to classify requirements.  The field is comprised of two parts: 

3.1. A high level part that identifies the major budget process (i.e. budget planning, budget formulation, budget distribution, budget execution); and 

3.2. A sub-function that further identifies and segregates the item (i.e. Field, Corporate Review, OMB, and Congressional Budgets; Base Table Processing; AFP and Advice of Allotment production; Advice of Transfer production; Reports; Availability Processing; Financial and Performance Reporting; Budget and Performance Integration; Queries; and, Supporting Data Maintenance
4. Category:  A grouping column used to classify requirements.

4.1. Process – a process requirement, i.e. the system must provide functionality to support a specific process.

4.2. Infrastructure – a system hardware / software / operating system / networking / internetworking requirement.

4.3. Integration – a requirement that establishes the need to integrate with external systems.

4.4. Security – a requirement regarding user logon, user access to data, overall database access controls, encryption / decryption, etc.
4.5. User interface – a requirement related to the manner or means in which users access the system.

4.6. Developer tools – a requirement related to the tools and / or capabilities available to developers who would enhance, integrate, or extend the system.

4.7. Reporting – a requirement related to end-user tools or reporting capabilities.

4.8. Systems / Application Administration – a requirement related to the configuration, control, and administration of the system.

5. Remarks:  Additional information that further explains the requirement through examples or analogous comments.
